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Overview:

This is a quick down and dirty review of how to install the Windows (D20OL)™
client. It is a very simple process and even the most novice computer user can
install and set up the client with ease.

If you have not already done so, download the Windows client (available at
www.teamfrozenyogurt.com) -- there are two available, one which includes
a Java VM, and one without a VM if you already have Sun Java 1.4.1 or better
installed on your computer.

Step 1:

Double click on the 'installDDOL.exe'
InstallAnywhere Self Extractor to
extract the installer.

If you do not have a Java VM
installed and you are trying to
start the no VM installer, you will
be given this error.

Step 2:

The Welcome Screen. Please select your preferred
languange and click 'OK".

The License Agreement. Select "I
accept the terms of the License
Agreement" and then click 'Next' to
continue.
